RESOLUTION NO. 12-11

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LA MIRADA UNANIMOUSLY DECLARING A FISCAL EMERGENCY IN THE CITY OF LA MIRADA

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LA MIRADA DOES RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

A. Recitals.

(i) The City of La Mirada has responsibly and proactively managed its finances and limited taxpayer dollars to mitigate the severe negative impacts of the Great Recession and ongoing State of California raids of local revenues and reduce the cost of local services.

(ii) Since FY 2007-08, full-time staffing has been reduced from 97 to 69 positions, a decrease of 29 percent, and hourly staffing has been reduced by a similar percentage, potentially affecting the quality of essential services such as neighborhood police patrols; street, road and pothole repairs; crime and gang prevention; and 9-1-1 response times.

(iii) Through its ongoing Financial Contingency Options Plan efforts, the City has implemented millions of dollars in budget reductions to date.

(iv) Despite the City’s sound management and disciplined control of its financial health, the State of California has continued to raid local funds, disrupting local financial management and control, and severely impacting the City’s ability to sustain local services and maintain streets, roads and other vital infrastructure.

(v) The State’s elimination of economic redevelopment funds will severely impact the City’s ability to improve the local economy, create jobs, repair infrastructure, eliminate blight and expand the supply of affordable housing, including nearly $11.8-million in infrastructure and housing bond proceeds that were to be used in La Mirada to repair infrastructure and improve housing. 

(vi) The State’s elimination of economic redevelopment funds severely impacts the City’s financial stability by invalidating longstanding City/Agency loans and service agreements, which represent a $2.5 million annual loss in City’s General Fund revenue from lost interest, principal payments and reimbursements for services.

(vii) The State’s elimination of economic redevelopment funds will impact La Mirada by taking over $25 million in bond proceeds and payments from City/Agency loans and service agreements by the end of FY 2011-12.

(viii) Following directly on the negative impacts of the worst recession since the Great Depression, the State’s assault on local government has significantly disrupted the City’s ability to deliver vital services and maintain and repair infrastructure.

B. Resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it known that the City Council of the City of La Mirada resolves as follows:

Section 1.	The City Council hereby unanimously finds and declares the existence of a fiscal emergency within the City.

Section 2.	The City Council directs City staff to investigate and recommend further actions necessary to mitigate the impacts of the lingering recession, the State’s ongoing raids on local finances, and the recent elimination of redevelopment.
 
Section 3.	The Mayor is hereby authorized to affix his signature to this Resolution signifying its adoption by the City Council and the City Clerk is directed to attest thereto.
